was built in the late 1930s, and “there
was a bit of controversy at the time,”
Barb says. “[This house] and the house
next door were 1.5-story houses in an
area platted for two-story houses only.
Apparently there was some complaint,
but I don’t know if it is any more than
neighborhood gossip.” After 25 years
on Woodsdale, the Raders moved
around the block to West Summit
Boulevard. and have been there since
1992.

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SHERIDAN HISTORY

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THE WOODS BROTHERS BEGAN THE
development of Sheridan Boulevard in 1909 with
the Sheridan Place subdivision, bounded by South,
24th, 27th, and Lake Streets. Their advertisements
emphasized that the infrastructure streets, sidewalks,
streetlights, and street trees were all installed from the
start. The developers platted the next subdivision to
the south—Woodscrest—in 1916. This photo shows a
remarkably tall tree being delivered by horse-cart for
planting in that area. The house in the background
is Frank and Nelle Cochrane Woods™ new house at
2501 Sheridan, designed by Paul V. Hyland of Chicago
and built in 1916. The large houselot and the whole
Woodscrest subdivision were laid out by another
Chicagoan, landscape architect Jens Jensen. Perhaps
this tree was part of Jensen’s landscape plan for Mr.
Woods’ grounds, or for the little park at the southwest

street trees. Approximately 1,000 trees will be removed and replaced each year. Ash
trees that are not removed will be treated with an injected insecticide to protect the
trees until they can be removed.

o Homeowners can contact Community Forestry at 402-441-7847 to request their
street tree be removed, however, replacement trees will not be available until 2018 at
the earliest.

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PINEAPPLE
SALSA

BRUSCHETTA
CHICKEN
PASTA SALAD

Ingredients:

« 1 pound | 500g (dry weight)
thin spaghetti pasta

« 1 pound | 500g boneless, skinless,
chicken breasts (2 large breasts)

» 2 teaspoons Italian seasoning
« 1 teaspoon garlic powder

« salt and pepper, to taste

o Y4 cup olive oil

» 2 tablespoons minced garlic

» 2 tablespoons red onion, finely
chopped (about ¥ of a red onion)

« 2 tablespoons balsamic vinegar
(adjust to your tastes)

« 8 roma tomatoes, chopped

« % cup grated parmesan cheese, plus
more to serve

« 2 tablespoons finely chopped fresh
basil or parsley

« salt and pepper, to taste

Directions:

1. Cook pasta according to package direc-
tions; Drain and rinse in cold water.
Transfer to a large bowl; set aside.

2. While the pasta is boiling, combine
the Italian seasoning, garlic powder,
salt and pepper in a shallow bowl.
Season the chicken on both sides.
Heat 1 teaspoon of oil on in a grill
pan or skillet, and sear chicken
breasts over medium-high heat until
browned on both sides and cooked
through (about 6 minutes each side).
Remove from pan; set aside and
allow to rest.

3. Add the olive oil to the same hot pan
/ skillet. When hot, sauté the garlic
and red onion until garlic is fragrant
(about 1 minute). Turn off heat. Add
in the tomatoes, toss them lightly, and
add the mixture onto the pasta. Add
the vinegar, parmesan cheese and
basil or parsley. Season with salt and
pepper to your taste. Slice the chicken;
add to pasta. Toss the pasta with all of
the ingredients until well combined.

4. Top with 2 tablespoons extra parmesan
and serve immediately with balsamic
glaze (optional), OR refrigerate up to an
hour before serving.
